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“The rewatering of the Lower Owens River is truly
emblematic of a new path in our relationship with the
Owens Valley,” Nahai said. “Our goal remains the
provision of adequate water supply to Los Angeles,
while protecting the Owens Valley environment and
meeting our obligations faithfully and honorably.”

Immediately after the water release, the river began
to recover. Water reached the Blackrock Waterfowl area,
approximately seven river-miles south of the Intake,
within a week. Flows reached the “Two Culverts” area
east of Independence on Dec. 29, 2006. On January 9,
the new water flows joined with existing water in the
lower reaches of the river, rewatering the entire Lower
Owens River. Since then LADWP crews have ramped
up flows and reached the target flow of 40 cubic feet per
second (cfs) in February, only three months after water
was first released from the Los Angeles Aqueduct
Intake and nearly five months ahead of the compliance
deadline.

As the nascent riparian habitat evolves, it will
become a new stopping-ground for Canadian geese,
snow geese, herons, egrets, and other shore birds and
waterfowl. Already there are more migratory geese and
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waterfowl flying overhead, and catfish and bass
swimming downstream. Biologists expect cattails,
willows and other vegetation to begin sprouting along
the banks this spring. All the tools to create a river
ecosystem are being used. As the plants grow they will
attract insects. Birds will feed on the insects, gaining the
protein to lay their eggs that hatch and produce baby
birds, and so on.

“It’s been amazing to watch,” said Brian Tillemans,
Northern District watershed resources manager who
heads up the LORP implementation. “We’ve been
working on rewatering the Lower Owens River since the
late 1980s and now it has become a reality. The size and
scope of this project is unprecedented. It’s one the most
significant environmental restoration efforts in the
United States.”

Since January 2006, LADWP personnel have been
busy completing a number of significant tasks that
allowed the water to be released and make up the LORP.
Construction crews built a new water release structure at
the Intake to put water back into the river, built nine
water measuring stations, cleaned more than two miles
of river channel of sediment plugs and other organic

debris, installed 25 miles of fencing, and completed
extensive ditch and dike work to rehabilitate wetlands in
the Blackrock Waterfowl area. Hydrographic crews
added remote data acquisition electronics at the
measuring stations. Engineering staff oversaw the
construction of the pump station at the south end of the
project. And Land and Resources staff monitored
numerous habitat areas as water spread throughout the
LORP system.

As part of its commitment to the LORP, the LADWP
will release a year-round base flow of 40 cfs, and
seasonal habitat flows of up to 200 cfs to recharge
groundwater to support a healthy riparian system and
maintain important river channel features.

The optimum flow of 40 cfs was determined to
provide the best conditions for a healthy fishery
consisting of several warmwater game fish species.

The LADWP also will enhance hundreds of acres in
the Blackrock area by spreading water into basins to
create wetland habitat and off-river lakes and ponds for
waterfowl, shore birds and fisheries. Additionally, the
LADWP will provide an improved water management

strategy to enhance various wetland and aquatic habitats
at the Owens River Delta.

One of the tricks to the river’s successful restoration
will be timing the flows to imitate nature and stimulate
a diverse habitat.

“We are giving Mother Nature the tools with which to
work, rather than force the river to do something it
doesn’t want to do,” Tillemans explained. LADWP
watershed resources staff has honed this process through
nine previous restoration projects. The tributaries of
Crowley Lake and Mono Lake, the Owens River Gorge
and the upper Owens River through Long Valley are a
few of the success stories.

The lower reach is a degraded flood plain that needs
a strong boost to jumpstart growth of the trees and other
vegetation. Tillemans is accomplishing this by elevating
the water table and saturating the soil with higher
seasonal flows at a time when native trees and
vegetation are dispersing seeds in the air and river
current. “We’re preparing the floodplain to accept those
seeds, which will fall on saturated soil and jumpstart
recovery of the floodplain wetlands,” he said.

Tillemans described flying over the LORP in late February,
looking down on a braided channel of the river’s northern most
section. “You can see how the base flow is flooding the whole
floodplain, bringing up the water table,” he said, explaining that at

first the river bottom was like a dry sponge and now it has become a
wet sponge. As the water table rises and saturates the soil, LADWP
can maintain the approximate flow of 40 cfs with minimal water
losses.

Holiday Light Festival

Debbie House, watershed
resources specialist, has coordinated monitoring efforts to
establish baseline data for the Owens Lake Delta and Blackrock
Waterfowl wetlands areas. “These areas already have attracted
some water birds and waterfowl, but we expect that their
diversity and abundance will increase,” House said, adding she
hopes the areas also will attract migratory song birds such as
yellow warblers.

“The migratory birds are stopping over on their way to
somewhere else and they use the wetlands to refuel. Other
birds, like Canadian geese and swans, are wintering here when
places further north are frozen, and there will be some types
who stay and breed,” she said.
